Setup: 4 min setup; break down bar quickly after round
Stage: Max 2 bar backs allowed; competitors only backstage
Routine: Perform one Finest Call stall

Safety: NO fire, flames, or flammable liquids

Conditions: Outdoor stage — prepare for wind, sun, or rain
Conduct: Follow WFA competitors code strictly

Working flair: Min %2 full; metal pour spout required; NO tapped/
shortened spouts

Exhibition: Min 15ml liquid; any free-flow spout allowed

Tape: Electrical or insulation tape ONLY
Branding: Only ZFO stickers allowed; remove all other labels

Setup: No empty bottles permitted

Routine %: Sponsor product must be used for at least 10% of the routine

First Drink: The first drink in both rounds MUST be made using working
flair with the sponsor vodka bottle (at least ¥z full)

Theme: Cocktails must Zakynthos themed. Beach cocktails, sun, sand,
sea and local products

Local Products: At least ONE local product must be used as garnish or
ingredient

Ingredients: The Vodka sponsor must be included in your cocktail Please
bring all your own ingredients or speak to the organisers to help source
when you need

Glassware: Bring your own equipment and glassware

equipment needed (set cocktail ingredients can be transferred) - watch this
